	· Multiples and factors, division ThHTO divided by O with a remainder, dividing ThHTO by 11 and 12 using the formal written method of short division an solving word problems.

	Week 9
	Measurement (length)
	· Converting units of length, relating it to sporting distances, and converting miles to kilometres.

	Week 10
	Fractions
	· Fractions, factors and multiples, ordering, adding and subtraction fractions.

	Week 11
	Addition and subtraction
	· Adding and subtracting mentally, adding and subtracting decimals, followed by word problems.

	Week 12
	Fractions (including decimals and percentages)
	· Fraction and decimal equivalents, fractions, decimals and percentages, and calculating percentages.

	Autumn Term
	Description

	Instructions and explanations
	Children read and write instructions and explanations, exploring register, punctuating bullet points and adding parentheses. The unit ends with writing based on the children's interests, and linked to our creative curriculum topic.

	Non-fiction : Biography and autobiography 
	Children take a look at their own life & those of their older relatives who have memories of the war.  They study, research, write & present orally biographies & autobiographies. They take a close look at the important differences between them & the variety of ways in which they are presented.

	Reading Comprehension
	Using a variety of different genres, the children will be taught how to answer as fully as possible when answering comprehension question.  They will be introduced to the different styles of questions,

	Nonfiction : Journalistic writing 
	During this unit children develop a journalistic style through considering balanced reporting. They comment critically on the language, style & success of a range of reports. Eventually this leads children to planning, writing their own report, linked to the war topic of the Dunkirk Evacuation.

	Poetry  - The War Poets


	The children will read, study, analyse and compare various poems written by the famous war poets from World War One.  They will compare the language from the different eras, be influenced by the structure of the poems, leading to writing their own poems.

	Recounts 
	Read two personal recounts, in 1st and 3rd person respectively: The Day of Ahmed’s Secret and Hurricane.  The children will also look at how to write recounts related to their trips to various museums.  They will identify features of recounts and study adverbials, use of commas and perfect verb forms.

	Electricity
	Children will learn :
· To use a wider range of electrical components

· To make changes to electric circuits to compare how they operate

· To identify changes in the output of components through changing the number of cells and position of switches

· How voltage is important in operating different components

· To compare and contrast battery-operated devices with mains power

	Light
	Children will learn:
· How light travels in straight lines

· How light reflects off non-luminous objects so that we can see them

· How light is reflected from mirrors and useful applications of this

Link to geography by finding out the positions of all the countries involved in the war.  ICT link by creating a leaflet about the British Motor Museum with particular emphasis on the items from WW1

	World War II

	Investigation into the beginning of the war, home life, the end of the war and the impact on the world that we live in now.  Research into the famous and influential people, especially women, who helped shape history, and important events in history that impacted on the communities.  Links to literacy with reference to Goodnight Mr Tom, and war diaries including Anne Frank.  DT link building a life size Anderson Shelter in the orchard and portrait drawings of Hitler and Churchill.  Music linked learning war time songs.  SMSC link with invitation to elderly members of the community for Christmas with a wartime theme (children to entertain with singing , poetry and bingo!)
