Muslim Aid conducted training 
sessions on Safe Food Handling and 
Storage given to head teachers, 
assistant teachers, and office 

assistants of schools or madrasas from 16th to 21st May 2019 in 10 
venues. Eighty-eight (88) educational institutions (77 Government 
Primary Schools, and 11 Ebtedayee madrasas) took part in those 
trainings. Field Monitors, Assistant Project Coordinator, and Project 
Coordinator of School Feeding Programme of Muslim Aid conducted 
the training sessions. WFP Officials, Assistant Upazilla Education Officers, and Upazilla Education Officer also joined 
the training sessions as guests. Facilitators conducted the trainings following participatory methodology to make 
participants aware of how food commodities be handled with care, stored in controlled and maintained standard 
physical environment. 
 
Student Tracking to Evaluate Improvement 

 
 
In May, our Literacy Facilitators conducted student tracking with 
seven hundred and ten students of nine schools. School Feeding 
Programme’s Literacy Facilitators evaluate 1st and 2nd graders twice a 
year to identify their progress towards becoming independent 
readers and scopes of further improvement.  
 

 
 
Date Distribution 

 

We, the School Feeding Programme team of Muslim Aid-UK Bangladesh 

Country Office distributed 111.812 metric tons of Saudi dates (61.358 metric 

tons at Ukhiya, and 50.454 at Teknaf), a donation of food provision from The 

King Salman Humanitarian Aid and Relief Centre, a humanitarian 

organization of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia that came to Bangladesh 

through the food-assistance branch of United Nations World Food 

Programme (WFP), among 55,906 school-going children (30,679 students at 

Ukhiya and 25,227 at Teknaf) of 217 educational institutions 

situated in Ukhiya and Teknaf upazillas of Cox’s Bazar district 

from 26 to 30 May 2019. 

During distribution alongside school teachers, Muslim Aid 

staffs and officials, WFP representatives, local elites, SMC 

members, and authorities from local education department 

were present there to supervise staffs and monitor 

distribution.

Project update 
 

Muslim Aid UK Bangladesh Field Office has been implementing a project on 
“Flood Recovery and Resilience to the Flood Affected Communities in Sirajganj 

district” funded by United Methodist Committee on Relief (UMCOR) to provide support to the extremely affected 
families by the flood in 2017 to ensure their Shelter Repair and recovery of livelihoods. It also has some key 
interventions in the month of April as follows: 
 
Field visit of UK Team at Chowhali, Sirajgonj: 
On 25th May 2019, Regional Director of HQ Fadlullah Wilmot, Country Director of Muslim Aid Bangladesh Mainuddin 
Ahmed, Progranmme Officer Mr. Mossaraf along with Program Manager Abdur Rahim, Project Coordinator Kaniz 
Fatema visited Chowhali, Sirajganj.  
 
A focus group discussion was held among 31 
beneficiary including shelter grant and 
Livelihood grant. The team directly discussed 
with the beneficiary to know how the project 
interventions are contributing to their resilience 
building and recovery from flood, heard various 
opinion from different kind of beneficiaries and 
thanked all the beneficiaries for sharing their 
experiences. 
 
Flood Resilient Model Shelter Visit: 

 
The team paid a visit to a flood resilient model shelter. Program 
Manager HP said that Muslim Aid constructed 10 flood resilient 
shelters in project area with the UMCOR fund. This shelter will 
be used as shelter during flood time and he also said for each 
shelter one management committee of 7 members have been 
formed.

Visit to Livelihood beneficiary: 
 
The team visited the livelihood beneficiaries and directly spoke 
with beneficiaries. One of the beneficiaries bought two ship and 
she said that breeding of these ship will increase the number of 
her livestock.  Another beneficiary named Batashi said with the 
support of livelihood grant  and CFW grant and she bought a cow 
though she had to take a loan for additional money as the price 
of the cow was high than her received money.

A meeting was organized at the project office to share the project progress 
where all the project staffs participated.

Shelter cash 
distribution started 
from 14 May to 16 
May among 500

On 11th May 2019, the programme has inaugurated at the Prince 
Bazar Limited Auditorium. Mr. Mainuddin Ahmed honourable 
Country Director of Muslim Aid-UK Bangladesh Field Office was the 
Chief Guest of the programme. Other senior officials of MABCO 
were also present in the programme.
