
These examples come from a he!y document of ad banner style specs for all 36 

Citi partners. Each page (two per partner) is similar but different: All partners 

have the same basic banner layouts, but each has its own brand-specific 

typography and colors. Across each page, built by hand in Sketch, small details 

like hex codes, font weights, casing, and colors must be adjusted to fit the brand, 

making this document highly error-prone. 

It took vigilant, iterative work to make sure each page’s details were correct 

while also watching for broader issues like brand names being styled correctly 

and specs actually matching the corresponding sample banners. 

These pages are quite large, so I’ve included one entire page for context and to 

show a couple global issues, and then zoomed in on specific errors for the sake 

of legibility.
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This label sits too high; it seems 
disconnected from its section. 
Should also be plural to match the 
Service/Partner Offers label above.

Color boxes are out of alignment.
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Wrong hex code; 
should be #0073A6.
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Brand name should be 
styled “Powersports.”

#333 on white like the 
headline at le!.
