Approval of Minutes
1. Moved by Christina Regas and seconded by Lori Lundberg to approve the June 2019 meeting minutes as presented. Motion approved unanimously.

Approval of Treasurer's Report
1. Moved by Christina Regas and seconded by Charlie Anderson to approve the Treasurer’s Report from June 2019 with the revisions to the year-to-date income deleting the 2018 membership to reflect an amount of $4390.00. Motion approved unanimously.

Old Business:
1. Chamber Visits – 
a. Hungry Duck Restaurant – Members present at today’s meeting welcomed new business owner Mary Hower.
b. Eagle Ridge Resort – Members Walker and Lundberg visited the resort and welcomed new owners.
2. Winter Lighting Project/Round Up Grant – Regas provided a quote for new holiday decorations in the amount of $10,704 with shipping stating the original items were on a sale and encouraged the committee to meet and discuss the quantity and location of the decorations before the August meeting to approve the final purchase prior to the sale price ending in August 31.  Regas stated the current price is a savings of $2,000.  Regas, Anderson, and Lundberg will meet, walk the downtown area, and finalize quotes for electrical installation on 5 new street pole locations prior to the August board meeting.  Nothing further.
3. Chamber Bingo Night – Walker stated the Chamber cannot purchase from The Palace Casino old bingo equipment and that no further costs have been received.  Regas stated the October 20, 2019 bingo date will work with The Pond, Lundberg still needed to research how many people are needed to staff the bingo.  Regas was given the authorization to move forward with the application knowing if the Chamber decides not to have the event it was of no cost to the organization.  Nothing further.
4. Backwoods Bash – Lundberg provided brochures to those present focusing on the event activities and new attractions like the street dance.  Regas noted there is a tug-o-war contest and encouraged all business owners to put a team together.  Walker requested the information electronically and volunteered to send it out to the chamber list via email.  Nothing further.
5. Chamber Signage & The Old Duck – Lundberg is awaiting a quote for the green space from TG Sales and Patch was not present to report on painting of the old duck.  




New Business:
1. Chamber Business “What’s New?” – 
a. Cheryl Wilhimi “Found North Goods” has purchased the old hardware building and is renovating it to provide an antique vintage store with the potential of holding decorating classes inside.  The Board members present welcomed Wilhimi back to town.
2. Backwoods Bash Parade – Lundberg and Regas encouraged all businesses to have a float in the parade stating start time is noon and route was through downtown.  Lundberg reported Chan Moon was Grand Marshall this year.
3. Cash Machine @ the Visitor’s Center – Moved by Lundberg and seconded by Geiger to authorize Roger Soderstrum to install an ATM at the Blackduck Visitors Center.  Regas reported that Roger Soderstrom of ATM Automatic-Teller Machines offered to install an ATM machine in the Visitors Center for Woodcarvers and Backwoods Bash at no cost to allow the attendees of the events the opportunity to take cash out.  Regas will reach out to Soderstrom to have the install completed.  Motion carried unanimously.
4. New Meeting Location – Members present recommended amending the remaining meeting schedule to include rotating the Hungry Duck.  Regas volunteered to adjust the schedule and email it to Walker.
5. Other New Business – Regas reported that in addition to the alterations on the Old Duck the hedges and grass needed care and that she was interested in hearing feedback regarding having an artist paint a mural on the Police Department building side when the hedges are removed.  Members present were in favor of learning more about the mural and encouraged Regas to bring more information back.  Regas believed the Region 2 Arts Council had grants for organizations to hire artists.
6. Chamber Mixer – Lundberg asked if Blackduck Dental was on board to hosting the next Chamber Mixer in August.  Walker stated he will visit the business after the meeting to find out more.
