The International Summer Academy in Lilienfeld offers courses and lectures
held by internationally renowned artists and teachers. It is an indispensable
part of cultural life in Lower Austria and contributes to the education of
music students, music lovers, and professional musicians. The course
participants can present their works, as prepared during the courses, to a
public audience.

This years’ Summer Academy will take place for the 415 time. The opening
of this special jubilee year of the SAL (1982—-2022) will be celebrated with the
performance of Ludwig van Beethoven’s Missa Solemnis.

Other highlights include a Schubertiade featuring poetry by the famous
abbot of Lilienfeld, Johann Ladislaus Pyrker (1772-1847) as well as an
exhibition and book presentation commemorating him.

As a place of inspiration, the SAL once again offers vocal and instrumental
courses taught by recognized experts and pedagogues. Students and
teachers perform together in Holy masses, in lecturer and participants
concerts.

These performances and the academic depth achieved by the exchange of
ideas have a high educational value.

Our goal is to offer future-oriented approaches to music and a space for the
exploration of one’s creativity.

The director Karen De Pastel, the lecturers and the organizational team is
looking forward to welcoming you in Lilienfeld!



PARTICIPATION REQUIREMENTS

The participation in the master courses is open to all students, musicians and
music lovers. There is no age limitation for active participation. Forming
instrumental and vocal ensembles is encouraged. Violinists who play viola as
a second instrument are free to choose one of the two instruments for
performance in ensemble groups.

COURSE LOCATION

Courses take place in the rooms of the monastery, the Federal High School
(Gymnasium) and the Mittelschule (Secondary High School) Lilienfeld.

REGISTRATION

Registrations can either be submitted via online form “Anmeldung” or by
post. The applications will be considered in the order of their receipt. Closing
date is three weeks before the start of the course. No guarantee can be given
regarding a course placement or accommodation for registrations received
later than that.

Of the course fees, the following amounts are registration fees (no refund in
case of cancellation by the participant). They are due upon registration:
active participants: €80 / passive participants: €40; children's choir: € 20.
The remainder of the course fee, if any (for example 160 EURO for active
participants) must be paid no later than June 25th 2022.

The musical lessons will take place on a daily basis and can only be consumed
on presentation of the personal SAL student card.

At the age of 13 he won the first prize two years in a row at the International
Music Competition ARSKOSOVA in Pristina, where he won also the Mozart
Prize and the Grand-Prix Scholarship for the best young Kosovan musician. In
2008 he was awarded the Best Young Pianist of the Year in a national
selection in his native Kosovo. He plays very often chamber music and is a
very passionate accompanist. He also collaborates very often accompanying
opera singers.

He has performed in various concert halls throughout the world, Musikverein
Vienna, Konzerthaus Vienna, Slovenian Philharmonic, Mozarteum Salzburg
to name a few.

As a winner of Musica Juventutis in Austria his performance was
broadcasted live as “Best of” in the evening program of the classical radio
OE1. In 2018 the Austrian Classical broadcaster ORF dedicated a portrait of
him with his music. Julian performed outside Austria (e.g. Vienna
Musikverein and Vienna Konzerthaus) in the USA, Russia, Czech Republic,
Poland, Switzerland, Belgium, Germany and Italy. In January 2020 Julian went
on tour in Russia as a soloist with the Chelyabinsk Symphony Orchestra and
received standing ovations every time for his Brahms violin concerto. In 2021
his second CD got released worldwide, this time by the Spanish Recording
Label “KNS Classical”. Julian Walder was born in Vienna. With 11 years of age
he became a student of Arkadij Winokurow at Bruckner University in Linz,
being a short time at MUK in Vienna he changed to Yair Kless at University of
Arts in Graz, studying with him for further five years. Since 2019 he continues
his studies with Natalia Prishepenko in Dresden/Germany. Julian attended
masterclasses e.g. with Vadim Gluzman, Liana Isakadze, Zakhar Bron, Shmuel
Ashkenasi, Tanja Becker-Bender and Daniel Hope.

Polish Violinist Jolanta Sosnowska possesses a unique fusion of versatility,
strength, and sensitivity in her playing and stage presence. Her interest lies
in performing rarely heard baroque music and contemporary music,
especially pieces composed for her.

Sosnowska was born in Warsaw and holds a Master's and Doctoral degree
from the Frederic Chopin Music University, Warsaw. She is also a graduate
of the University of lllinois in the U.S. and of the Vienna Conservatory where
she completed both modern and the historical performance practice studies.
Sosnowska won the 2004 Paul Rolland Memorial Violin Competition (USA)
and was finalist of several prestigious baroque music competitions such as
the 2nd International Heinrich Biber Competition, St. Florian in 2011. In
recognition of her talent she was invited to play at such festivals as
Innsbrucker Festwochen der Alten Musik and Resonanzen, both in Austria,
The Jerusalem Festival in Israel, The Tartini Festival (Slovenia), Musica
Antiqua Festival (Belgium), and many others. In addition, she was honoured
and chosen by the Dutch Jumpstart Jr. Foundation to perform and record in
the Amsterdam Concertgebouw in Holland in 2010.

Sosnowska was the premiere performer and dedicatee of works by Polish
and Austrian Composers such as Akos Banlaky, Nikolet Burzyriska, Veronika

Meyer, Marcin tukaszewski, and Marian Sawa. 2017 Sosnowska was
nominated for a FRYDERYK, the prestigeous Polish annual Phonographic
Award for her CD Marian Sawa Complete Violin Music. Her CD recordings
include also other solo and ensemble world premieres of Polish and Austrian
music for labels such as Acte Prealable, Deutsche Grammophon, Gramola,
NAXOS, Pan Classics, Sony Classical, and For Tune which released her
baroque album BaRock&Vienna in 2015 and her newest album Beauty
Dancing in 2019.

Ms. Sosnowska also participates and collaborates with numerous Austrian
and Swiss ensembles such as Ars Antiqua Austria, Altomonte Ensemble,
Altomonte Orchester, Ensemble vita & anima, Haydn Akademie, Die
Freitagsakademie Bern and La Cetra Basel. Furthermore, she is guest
concertmaster of such ensembles as Tiroler Barockinstrumentalisten,
Pandolfis Consort or Orchester von St. Augustin based in Vienna — a
formation specifically dedicated to weekly performances of the First
Viennese School sacred music.
