I have had numerous people ask if I would offer a workshop using watersoluble sketching pencils for expressive sketching.

I experiment in sketchbooks with contrast and light before I paint and also while on location. I like using the Derwent 'Dark Wash' pencils and the aim of the workshop is to spend a day experimenting with this process on paper/sketchbooks.

As it will be studio based, we will use reference photos from Shrewsbury in Shropshire to work from.

This is a great way to work both quickly and also to create a three-dimensional feel to your work.
