FROM THE DESK OF MSGR. STEVE KNOX

Dear Friends in Christ,

“ ..there were even left overs...”

In today’s gospel, we hear of the miraculous multiplication of the loaves and
fishes. There was a huge throng of people gathered around Jesus, many of them
in need of healing. Jesus was moved with pity for them, and he cured the sick. The
disciples of Jesus are worried that there will not be enough food for such a large
crowd. Jesus assures them there will be enough. The fives loaves and two fish be-
come enough as Jesus takes the loaves and fishes, blesses them, and then shares
them. There is enough for everyone and there are even leftovers.

This is a very Eucharistic gospel, and it points to what we continue to do at Mass. We take,
bless, and share. The Eucharist is at the heart of our faith, and it is the Lord himself who is that spir-
itual nourishment given to us. The providence of God is expressed in this Gospel. We are like Jesus’
disciples who are oftentimes burdened by anxieties and worries. We wonder how we will manage
the struggles of life and if God will provide. We can rest assured that there will always be difficulties
in life, but we can also know that Jesus will be there for us as he was for that huge crowd of people
assembled in today’s Gospel. As we receive him in the Eucharist or through our spiritual communion,
he will give us the grace of hope, courage, and perseverance. During this time of pandemic strug-
gles, may our Eucharistic Lord bless us with all the graces we need to live our faith with hopefulness
and joy.

Over the next two weeks, the children of our parish who have been preparing for First Holy
Communion will receive the Lord for the first time. This celebration needed to be postponed back in
April because of the pandemic. Let us pray for these children and their families so that they can be
strengthened as Jesus' disciples. On August 9" those who were preparing for the Easter sacraments
through the RCIA process will be received into the Church at a special Mass for them. Most of them
will be receiving the Eucharist for the first time. Jesus provided the nourishment for this large crowd
who gathered in the Gospel scene, and he continues to provide nourishment for us through the Eu-
charist when we gather for Mass. Please lift up a few extra prayers for these children and adults who
will be receiving Jesus in the Eucharist for the first time.

GOSPEL MEDITATION - ENCOURAGE DEEPER UNDERSTANDING OF SCRIPTURE
August 2, 2020 — 18" Sunday in Ordinary Time

Many people in our world are hungry and thirsty. This hunger and thirst go well beyond physical
needs for food, security, and shelter. Many are emotionally and spiritually parched, too. Behind
every act of violence is a soul who hungers. People live with relationships that actually starve
them. They are abused, exploited, disrespected, laughed at, and marginalized. There is a lot of
confusion and inner pain that needs to be acknowledged and expressed. We all long to be under-
stood and loved, even when our inner demons or who | am make it difficult to be. Do you live
with inner confusion and pain? Folks often wander through life without any real direction or pur-
pose and take their cues from what seems satisfying or popular at the moment. The deeper dots
of our lives can easily remain unconnected, and we can find ourselves without grounding, pur-
pose, or real happiness. Life becomes shallow and without real purpose as we hunger and thirst
for an ultimate love.

It's easier to see the physical hungers and thirsts. We try to respond to these as best we can.
Much more needs to be done. With all that God’s earth can provide, nobody ought to face sleep
at night with a belly that's empty. It's sinful. It's unjust. But isn't all hunger unjust? It doesn’t need
to be, and it should not be. Just as no one ought to be physically hungry and thirsty, there is real-
ly no need to be emotionally or spiritually deficient either. If we have more privileges at our fin-
gertips, it is easier to try to satisfy our emotional and spiritual hungers and thirst by acting on im-
pulse or self-indulgence, carelessly following passions, or by seeking self-destructive ways to dull
the ache of emptiness.

Folks need to know where to look for nourishment and need the right friends to help them find
it. We may not think that we have enough to respond to and to satisfy all of the needs, but we do.
It doesn't take much. Five loaves and two fish provided for a huge crowd. With God, all things are
possible. Our faith provides the direction for where God's children must go to find the nourish-
ment they seek. It also tells us how to structure life so that justice and equity can be a reality for
all. It also tells us how to respond to pain, sinfulness, and confusion. Come to the water and then
help another get there.

MASS GUIDELINES

We are so excited to be able to begin opening up Masses for our Parish Community! In
order to ensure everyone's safety, on your scheduled Mass day, we ask that you follow
all of these procedures completely:

- Please arrive 15 minutes prior to the start of Mass to allow time for seating of people.
- Hand sanitizer will be available for you to use when entering and exiting the church.
- All Mass participants are required to wear a mask except for when receiving
Communion. Children three years and under are exempted from wearing a mask.

- Social distancing of 6 feet must be maintained at all times. Members in the same
family don't need to social distance and may sit together. Social distancing between
non-family members must be maintained when entering and exiting the church and
during the Communion procession.

- At weekend Masses, there will be no passing of the collection baskets. Baskets to
receive parishioner offerings will be on stands in the back of church.

- For the time being there will be no communal sign of peace or holding hands during
the Our Father.

- In the Communion line, people will come up single file maintaining proper social
distancing. If there is a need, a priest will come to you. Everyone will be required to
recetve Holy Communion in the hand.

- Regarding restrooms, only one person may be in the restroom at any given time,
unless it is a parent and a small child.

- Regarding seating, as people come in for Mass they will be seated starting from the
front of church. At the end of Mass, those sitting in back will exit first. Unfortunately,
we'll be unable to congregate or visit in the narthex after Mass, but we can wave at
each other.

- We're not able to have pew missals/songbooks or sheet music in the pews at this time,
We'll look to sing very simple songs that are very familiar.
