• Son began to be in need (v14)

• Son experienced what it was like to be in a severe famine (v14)

• Hunger & loneliness (v15)

What made him decide to go home?

• Situation of desperation & brokenness

• He came to his senses (v17)

What does he decide to do?

• Act of the will to humble himself & return to God (v18)

• Took action to stop living selfishly & go back to his father (v20)

What does the picture of the father tell us about what   

God is like? (v20-24)

• God is a gracious, loving & forgiving Father

• God is waiting for us to come home to Him

• God does not force us to come to Him but waits patiently   

for us to come to our senses

• God does not count our sins against us but forgives   

us when we repent
