Students spend three years at Rensselaer Polytechnic Institute followed by four years at Albany Medical College, with no MCAT requirement. Due to the nature of the program, students enrolled in the accelerated medical program are not able to dual or double major.
· Accelerated Business and Management-Law Program 
· This program allows students to get a B.S and J.D in six years. Students sit for the LSAT and complete their law coursework at Albany Law School or may be nominated by their adviser to apply to Columbia Law School. Due to the nature of the program, students enrolled in the accelerated law program are not able to dual or double major.
· Accelerated Science, Technology and Society-Law Program 
· This program allows students to get a B.S and J.D.  Students sit for the LSAT and complete their law coursework at Albany Law School or may be nominated by their adviser to apply to Columbia Law School. Due to the nature of the program, students enrolled in the accelerated law program are not able to dual or double major.
· The ACCEL Program
· The program allows the student to complete their degrees in three years.
· Co-Terminal Program 
· This program allows students to complete their Bachelor’s and Master’s degree in five years.

· This program allows students to get a B.S in an engineering discipline and an MBA from the Lally School of Management.

· This program allows students to get a B.S in a science discipline and an MBA from the Lally School of Management.

· This program allows students to get a B.S and a graduate degree in seven years

· The Mechanical, Aeronautical, and Nuclear Engineering Department offer a B.S./Ph.D. program where students are able to conduct research during their undergraduate studies, begin their Ph.D. immediately after receiving their B.S. degree and get paid to do so.
