Prerequisites: None

Course Description: Working safely and efficiently is the primary focus of the Utility Trailer
course program. Knowledge is one of the key ingredients in developing safe work practices.
This course reviews the step-by-step basics of how the utility trailer functions. Participants will
identify all components and systems of the Utility Trailer. They will then receive hands on
training in the connecting and disconnecting of the trailer as well as the safe loading, tying
down and unloading of equipment.
