On April 25, 2021 at 3:01 AM James Wade put a call into 911 to report that
Derontae Martin had just been shot.  Wade claims that Martin shot himself
and although he admits that Martin is still gasping for air, he does not
attempt CPR or other life-saving measures.  Wade’s demeanor is surprisingly
calm throughout the entire duration of the call and he exhibits indifference
and an almost a slight annoyance towards the situation at hand.  Other
individuals can be heard in the background at times, those individuals sound
more appropriately hysterical.

00:00 Dispatch: Here with Madison County 9-1-1, what's the address
of your emergency?

00:04 Wade: Uh yes I need the uh cops at [redacted] and an
ambulance
