FECT YOUR LIFE IN AMAZING WAYS. IT BRINGS CONVICTION, JOY, PEACE TO THE READER. IT ALSO

ONLY COMES FROM GOD BUT IS ABLE TO BE USED FOR EVERYDAY LIFE, TO HELP YOU GROW CLOSER TO
JESUS.

READ: DEUTERONOMY 8:2-3

GOD’S PEOPLE, THE ISRAELITES, WANDERED THE WILDERNESS FOR 40 YEARS. ONE OF THE GREAT
THEMES TO COME OUT OF THIS TIME IS RELIANCE ON THE LORD. THE LORD HELPED THEM ESCAPE
SLAVERY. WHILE IN THE WILDERNESS, THE ISRAELITES WERE GIVEN FOOD, MANA, THAT LASTED ONLY
FOR A DAY 50 PEOPLE COULD RELY ON GOD FOR FOOD. HE GAVE THEM A PILLAR OF CLOUDS AND FIRE
T0 GUIDE THEM. MORE THAN ANYTHING, HE GAVE THEM HIS WORD THAT THEY WOULD RELY ON THE
PROMISES HE HAD GIVEN THEM.

THE BIBLE - PROTECTS YoU FROM SIN
READ: PSALM 119:1]

THE BIBLE BEING ALIVE HAS MANY FUNCTIONS, ONE OF THOSE IS THAT IT CAN BE USED TO KEEP YOU
FROM SINNING. BY DOING THINGS LIKE READING/MEMORIZING VERSES, YOU ARE ABLE TO, IN MO-
MENTS OF WEAKNESS, REMEMBER WHAT GOD HAS SAID AND FIGHT, USING WHAT YOU HAVE LEARNED,
TO BEAT TEMPTATION. WE ARE ALL NOT ABLE TO FIGHT SIN ALONE, WE ARE TOO WEAK, BUT BY THE
POWER THAT COMES FROM GOD AND HIS WORD, WE ARE ABLE TO HAVE A CHANCE.

HAVE YOU EVER THOUGHT “THIS WORLD SEEMS SO FAR GONE?” FROM GROWING CHANGES IN THE
WORLD AND LEADERS THAT SEEM TO BE LEADING COUNTRIES CLOSER AND CLOSER TO WAR, ONE

THE BIBLE SAID WE ARE MADE IN THE “IMAGE OF GOD” OR TO GET FANCY, THE IMAGO DEI. THAT
MIGHT SOUND A BIT WEIRD, BUT IT DOES NOT MEAN WE ARE MADE TO LITERALLY BE LIKE GOD OR
HAVE ANY SORT OF POWERS. JOHN PIPER SAYS THAT “GOD CREATED US IN HIS IMAGE S0 THAT WE
WOULD DISPLAY OR REFLECT OR COMMUNICATE WHO HE 1S, HOW GREAT HE IS, AND WHAT HE IS
LIKE.” IN THAT WE SIMPLY EXIST, WE SHOW TO ALL THE WORLD WHAT GOD IS LIKE, HOW GREAT HE
IS, HOW VAST AND COMPLEX HIS CREATION AND MIND IS. TO BE MADE IN THE IMAGE OF GOD MEANS
WE ARE A SPECIAL PART OF HIS CREATION.
