ST.ARMANDS CIRCLE PARK

The Circus “Ring of Fame” recognizes
those persons who have made a signif-
icant contribution to the art and culture
of the circus. With dozens of inductees
from around the world, the Ring of Fame
began in 1987 as a way to honor world
famous circus performers and the rich
circus heritage of the Sarasota area.

St. Armands Circle has 1,600 parking spots
available. The Parking Garage is located on N.
Adams Drive across from the St. Armands Key

Lutheran Church.

The Parking Lot located on S. Adams Drive

and Monroe Drive can be accessed from either
Fillmore Drive or Monroe Drive.

There is ample on-street parking spaces directly
adjacent to the Circle shops and restaurants.

There are free parking spaces located north
of Madison Drive on North Boulevard of the
Presidents and south of Monroe Drive on South
Boulevard of the Presidents.

Public Restrooms are located in the
Parking Garage and are ADA compliant/
handicapped accessible.
