They suggested the introduction of "A" Course (Literature) and "B" Course (Technical Education) and guided to establish higher education through
private entrepreneurship and the government colleges to remain under divisional management. The Sadler Commission in 1917 had proposed introducing two years of university education merged among the colleges as Higher Secondary Education. In 1944; the Sargent Scheme proposed secondary education for children aged between 11 and 17
years. The Akram Khan Committee and the Ataur Rahman Khan Commission were established consecutively in 1947 and 1957 to revise the education system. As a result, East Pakistan Secondary Education Board was established to conduct the examination of the secondary level institutions. This Board was split and 6 boards were established at each
division in pursuance of the Ordinance- 1961[3] After the independence of Bangladesh the government directly controlled secondary and higher secondary education and nationalized a good number of schools and colleges.
